Required language and disclosures

A charitable organization registered with the Florida Department of Consumer Affairs must include the following information on any printed solicitation, written confirmation, receipt, or reminder of a contribution:


The registration number


The percentage of each contribution that is retained by a professional solicitor


The percentage of each contribution that is received by the organization

For example:

“The Florida Native Plan Society, Inc. (FNPS), a 501 (c) (3) organization, is registered with the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, Registration # CH3021.  No amount of any contribution is paid to a professional solicitor and 100% of each contribution is retained by FNPS.”

And it must include the following language in capital letters:

“A COPY OF THE OFFICIAL REGISTRATION AND FINANCIAL INFORMATION MAY BE OBTAINED FROM THE DIVISION OF CONSUMER SERVICES BY CALLING TOLL-FREE (800-435-7352) WITHIN THE STATE.  REGISTRATION DOES NOT IMPLY ENDORSEMENT, APPROVAL, OR RECOMMENDATION BY THE STATE”
