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(Schinus terebinthifolius) and the
exotic grass Burma Reed
(Neyraudia reynaudiana) often
form dense stands, almost com-
pletely excluding native plant
species. In addition to these, ap-
proximately one hundred other
exotic plant species are known to
invade pine rocklands.

On the positive side, land ac-
quisition programs have saved
many pine rockland tracts from
development. Many of these
sites are also being managed. Fire
is being reintroduced and exotic
plants are being removed from
many preserves, While much
more work remains to be done,
we still have many beautiful ex-

amples of this special plant com-
munity in southern Florida. 3k
